KALININGRAD REGION
IS A UNIQUE REGION

FOR BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT

The region was formed as a result of the victory
of the Soviet Union over Nazi Germany. By the
decision of the Potsdam Conference in 1945, part
of the territory of the former East Prussia with the
city of Konigsberg became part of the USSR.

On April 7, 1946, the Presidium of the Supreme
Soviet of the USSR adopted a decree «On the
formation of the Konigsberg region within the
RSFSR.» On July 4, its administrative center was
renamed Kaliningrad, and the region — Kaliningrad.

The Kaliningrad Region is located to the south of
Moscow and west of Warsaw, at the crossroads of
the main European trade routes, in close proximity
to European capitals (Berlin — 550 km, Warsaw
— 280 km, Riga — 335 km, Copenhagen — 520 km,
Stockholm — 540 km, Vienna — 780 km, Moscow —
1080 km).

— The region is compact, only 15,000 sq. km, but
very interesting in economic terms, — says the

president of the Union «Kaliningrad Chamber of
Commerce and Industry» Felix LAPIN. — We have
access to the sea, two ports provide the possibility
of sea communications, there are two railway gauge
standards — European and Russian, the airport
allows receiving aircraft of any class.

And most importantly, we have a huge advantage
over other constituent entities of the Russian
Federation: the entire territory of the Kaliningrad
region is a free economic zone; where a unique
set of benefits and preferences is in effect, which
significantly alleviate the tax burden when
implementing investment projects.

The volume of investments required to apply
preferential tax and customs regimes is from
1 million rubles up to 150 million rubles. For
three years, the reduction in the time frame for
administrative procedures, enshrined in legislation,
allows to significantly accelerate the time of the
investment stage of the project. And the placement

of a new production in a techno park (there are
four of them in the region, two state-owned and
two private) will also reduce the time required for
construction and launch of production.

Everything that is imported here is imported in
the free customs zone regime, without paying
customs duties and value added tax. If this product
is processed here and subsequently exported to
the rest of the EAEU, then it becomes necessary
to pay value added tax and duty, based on the
manufacturer’s understanding, which is more
profitable: for finished products or for raw materials.

If deep processing of raw materials is carried out, an
installment plan for 180 days is provided for payment
of VAT. This is very effective and interesting for
many entrepreneurs who have production facilities
here to develop the market of the Euro-Asian
economic space. The proximity of the capitals of the
largest European countries allows business to work
both for the domestic market and for export.

The very mild climate favors the development of
agriculture. We grow wheat, corn, soybeans, and
rapeseed. Thanks to the uniform precipitation,
small temperature difference, we get quite large
harvests; we compete with the granary of Russia
Kuban. Due to the possibility of almost year-round
grazing, we are actively developing dairy and beef
cattle breeding. The largest agricultural producers
in the region, flagships of the industry throughout
the country, are included in the Kaliningrad
Chamber of Commerce and Industry.

In the Kaliningrad region, the fishing, fish
processing and food industries are developed, we
supply a wide range of food products to the markets

of Russia and the EAEU; make our way to the
markets of Europe, Asia, Africa and the USA.

We are strong in shipbuilding. The ships that we
build and repair here, our fishing fleet, operate
in all economic zones of the World Ocean far from
Russian territorial waters.

We have high-tech enterprises, Kaliningrad
instruments are used for space exploration and not
only in Russia. We have a developed production of
electronic household appliances and produce cars
of the world’s leading brands. And it should be
noted that amber deposits have been explored in
the Kaliningrad region, accounting for 90% of the
world’s reserves.

We are proud that the leading companies that create
the region’s economy and supply their products all
over the world are members of the «Kaliningrad
Chamber of Commerce and Industry». No matter
how they talk about the crisis, about the contraction
of the market, business in the Kaliningrad region is
developing.

AUTOMOBILE MANUFACTURE
OF A FULL CYCLE

The Kaliningrad plant <AVTOTOR» is one of the
largest automobile manufacturing enterprises
in Russia. Since 1997, models of famous world
brands KIA, Hyundai, BMW have been produced
here. Every ninth car in the country comes off the
assembly line of this plant.

For over 25 years, the company has maintained
a stable position in the industry and annually
produces about 50 models of passenger cars
of various brands. It is the only contract car
manufacturer in the world that produces so many
models at the same time in one production facility.

Almost 50% of all manufactured marketable
products in the region are also accounted for by
AVTOTOR. Auto holding is one of the locomotives
of the Kaliningrad economy and the main donor of
the regional budget. In 2019 alone, the company paid
taxes and fees for a total of 87.9 billion rubles (48.2%
of the total volume of all taxes collected in the region).

In addition, the company annually provides orders for
more than 300 small and medium-sized enterprises
in the region, creating an additional 30 thousand
jobs at its own sites and in related industries.

«AVTOTOR» has become a brilliant example of the
successful development of large-scale production
in the difficult conditions of the transition of the
national economic complex to market rails. A special
feature of the company is the speed with which new
models are launched: the model range of products is
updated annually by more than 30%.

Over the years, the enterprise has mastered the
production of more than 220 car models of the
world’s largest brands. More than 2.3 million cars
left the assembly line of the plant; about 650 million
euro’s of investments were attracted to the creation
and modernization of the production complex.

POSITIVE DYNAMICS

In 2019, 213,153 vehicles were produced at the
«AVTOTOR» production sites. The company is

consistently increasing its share in the number of
cars produced in the Russian market: in 2015 it was
5.8%, in 2016 — 6.6%, in 2017 — 9.1%, in 2018 — 11.
3%, in 2019 — 12.1%.

In the period from 2018-2019, the volume of
investments of companies attracted by <AVTOTOR»
in the production sectors of the economy of the
Kaliningrad region within the framework of the
localization program exceeded 6.2 million euro’s.

In connection with the gradual increase in the
level of localization, «AVTOTOR» intends to
deepen cooperation with manufacturers of auto
components operating in Russia and the countries
of the Eurasian Economic Union. So, at the end of
2019, the total volume of purchases in the EAEU
domestic market amounted to over 2.2 billion
rubles. Compared to 2018, the increase in purchases
amounted to more than 30%. The plans for the
development of the localization program include an
increase in the range and volume of purchases of
components from domestic suppliers, including the
expansion of the number of suppliers in the territory
of the Kaliningrad region and other regions of the
country.

MODERNIZATION AND PROSPECTS

In 2019, <AVTOTOR» signed a special investment
contract (SPIC) with the Ministry of Industry and
Trade of Russia and the regional government,
undertaking large-scale obligations for the next 10
years, subject to guarantees that the conditions for
investors will not deteriorate during the specified
period from the state. The terms of the special
investment contract provide for an almost complete
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re-equipment of production, primarily through the
development of capacities for welding and painting
of bodies, an increase in the level of localization,
the creation of new highly qualified jobs and
an impressive volume of investments — at least
12.0 billion rubles. The actual volume of expenses
for the implementation of obligations under the
SPIC, according to the company, significantly
exceeds the fixed minimum investment threshold
and will amount to more than 20 billion rubles.

The company has already begun to fulfill its
obligations under the SPIC well ahead of the
established schedule. Within the period of the
contract, in fact, the plant should start production
with welding and painting of bodies for one model
annually. Only in the first year of the contract,
production was launched in a full cycle at once
(welding, painting, assembly) of two car models and
a technological base was prepared for launching
a full-scale production of two more car models.

To implement the strategic objectives enshrined in
a ten-year contract with the Ministry of Industry
and Trade of the Russian Federation and the
regional government, a number of structural
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transformations were carried out in 2019 by the
decision of shareholders and the board of directors.
An engineering center, a localization center, and IT
center were formed in the <AVTOTOR» structure,
within the framework of which the work was
systematized, which was previously carried out
by specialists from various departments of the
enterprisein such areas as engineering and research
work to ensure the organization of new production
facilities, the development of an engineering support
system and modernization of existing production,
quality management, laboratory research of
supplied materials and components, improving
IT infrastructure, building an information
environment, including the introduction and
development of new software products, ensuring
interaction with external service systems, etc.

SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

For many years, <AVTOTOR» has maintained
a high level of social responsibility. Today it is one
of the largest employers in the Kaliningrad region,
employing 3.4 thousand people at its production
sites. In a regional comparison, <xAVTOTOR» has
created the highest payingjobsin the manufacturing
sector. Specialists are paid various additional
payments and salary increments for professional
skills, mentoring, etc. The collective agreement
of the enterprise contains more than 30 names of
various benefits and guarantees for employees.

Raising the qualification requirements for personnel
and paying special attention to building up the
talent pool, kKAVTOTOR» is expanding the package
of social guarantees and develops additional
motivational programs for the development of the
personnel potential of employees, their compliance
with those competencies that are provided for by the
strategic development plan of the enterprise. As one
of the most promising areas in the extended complex
of social measures, the concept of housing policy

In 2019, one of the leading enterprises of the Kaliningrad
region, JSC «150 Aviation Repair Plant», celebrated its
65th anniversary from the Day of Education. Over the
years, the plant has gone from aircraft repair shops to a
large industrial complex for the repair of aircraft.

On December 8, 1954, by a directive of the General Staff
of the Navy, an enterprise was formed on the basis of two
bases, which received the name «150 aircraft repair plant»
(military unit 27106). Since March 2014 JSC «150 Aviation
Repair Plant» has been a part of the Russian Helicopters
holding of the state corporation «<ROSTEKH».

(V) type, as well as the main helicopter gearbox VR-252 of
the Ka-27/32 helicopters.

A special feature of the plant (the only enterprise in the
Russian Federation) is the complex repair of Ka-27/32
helicopters, i.e., the repair of the airframe, engines,
gearbox, units and equipment is carried out on the
territory of the enterprise without the involvement of
other co-executors.

The priority areas of development are the improvement of
technological processes and the renewal of the production
base, the acquisition of new high-precision equipment and
the introduction of advanced technologies.

A lot of work at the enterprise is carried out in the social
sphere. This is the improvement of working conditions for
employees, and the use of special conditions for stimulating
labor, and the rejuvenation of personnel.

Russian, city-wide and intra-plant events, helps museums,
promotes the development of sports, and supports talented
youth and veterans.

Since 2015 JSC «150 ARP» has been a permanent member
of the Kaliningrad Chamber of Commerce and Industry.

The modern enterprise for the production of cable
products «Baltic wire» LLC, successfully carrying out
its activities, in a short time has firmly occupied a niche
in the Russian market. The company has the status of
aresident of the special economic zone of the Kaliningrad
region.

From December 2012 to March 2016, 150 million rubles
were invested in the purchase of equipment for production
needs and the reconstruction of a part of production
facilities.

a museum-storage of brandy. The building is included in
the list of 100 objects of the year by The International
Architecture Award for 2018 (Chicago Athenaum).

Today «Alliance-1892» is the most modern robotic
production and warehouse complex, providing the highest
labor productivity in the industry. And the brandy
trademarks produced by the enterprise: «Old Kenigsberg»,
«T'rophy» and whiskey: «Scotch Terrier» and «Seven Yards»
are widely known to both Russian and foreign consumers.

Now the storage museum is not only an architectural
masterpiece, but also a real production facility. In its
bowels, distillates are aged in more than 2.5 thousand
barrels from Limousin and Caucasian oak.

MOVING TOWARDS EAST

The «Za Rodiny» group of companies is a fish processing
complex with a full technological cycle, from catching fish to
manufacturing finished products. The company has its own
fleet and the necessary quotas for fishing in the Baltic basin.

The company’s products are currently presented in 58 regions
of the Russian Federation and in eight foreign countries.
Stores under its own trademark and an extensive network of
distributors in Russia and abroad make the products of the
«Za Rodiny» fish factory available to millions of buyers.

In the summer of 2020, the construction of a fish canning
plant with six new lines and a finished product warehouse
with a total area of 13,000 m2 began in Vzmorye. The plans
include the installation of new equipment and treatment
facilities, and the attraction of highly qualified specialists
from the Kaliningrad region and other regions. The declared
volume of investments is 1,000 million rubles, and about
1,000 new jobs will be created.

The production under construction will need more raw
materials. Therefore, already in the fall of 2020, the
vessels of the fishing collective farm «Za Rodiny» began to
develop other pools. One, at the invitation of the Dagestan
government, went to catch sprat in the Caspian Sea. Four
more vessels set out to fish herring in the Gulf of Finland. In
October 2020, a freezing workshop was launched there and
a base was equipped to serve the entire fleet.

In 2021, the company plans to significantly increase the
space occupied by products under the «Za Rodiny» brand on
both domestic and foreign retail shelves.

At the fish cannery today they work a lot with young people.
Participate in the training of technologists at KSTU, hold
joint events, and prepare students.

To attract personnel, the company has created attractive
conditions for work and study: we are ready to provide
our employees with individual training in universities and
colleges in the region. Moreover, students wishing to work at

the enterprise after graduation, starting from the 4th year
and up to graduation, are ready to pay a good scholarship.

GC «Za Rodiny» works with the preservation of the best
Soviet traditions, when an employee feels the care of his
native enterprise at every stage: there are free meals in his
own canteen, and medical assistance, within which field
medical commissions, vaccinations and even some types of
physiotherapy are organized.

Own transport delivers employees to production facilities
and back from Kaliningrad, Svetly, Yantarny, Baltiysk. The
company included the most costly type of additional security
in the social package: payment of half of the interest on
mortgage lending.

We want to see young specialists at our

enterprise, without detracting from the

experience of veterans. 2020-2021 should
be a turning point when graduates of KSTU and
cadets from the Baltic State Academy will not
rush to foreign ships, but will come to us, to the
Russian fishing fleet. Not only for practice or for
taking pictures near fishing boats.

WE BUILD REAL SHIPS

The shipbuilding company «Ushakovo Yards» LLC began
its activities in the Kaliningrad region in 2012 and has
become a vivid example of the successful implementation
of a project with the attraction of foreign investment.

Having entered the regional market, effectively taking
advantage of the advantages of the special economic
zone, the company successfully began to build steel
displacement trawler yachts.

For 8 years of operation «Ushakovo Yards» has created
a line of 17 models of elite pleasure yachts and luxury
houseboats under the REAL SHIPS brand - «Real ships»
(dimensionsfrom 11 to 17 meters). Each vessel of «<Ushakovo
Yards» is built taking into account the standards, rules
and technologies of the Dutch shipbuilding, using the
highest quality materials and equipment.

It is no coincidence that Kaliningrad was chosen by
a foreign investor as a launching pad for a new business.
In addition to tax preferences for a special economic zone
resident, the region has trained specialized personnel,
awell-developed shipbuilding industry and infrastructure.
The proximity of Europe is also an obvious plus.

Today the company builds yachts not only for St.
Petersburg, Moscow and Saratov, but also for many
EU countries, where the culture of life on the water
is traditionally well developed and yachts are more in
demand.

In June 2020, «Ushakovo Yards» launched for the first
time a completely new product for the Russian market
— a houseboat VOYAGE 1500 eco model. This vessel
with a displacement of more than 22 tons with overall
dimensions of 15 x 5 meters serves as a full-fledged house
on water with a shallow draft and operates on alternative
energy sources. The electric ship is provided with a group
of storage batteries and a fleet of 20 solar batteries, air
conditioning and comfort — with a heat pump. Houseboats

of the REAL SHIPS brand are designed for year-round
use and long journeys. Everything you need to create
a comfortable environment on board, including a fireplace,
grill area, solarium and sauna, is provided

In the spring of 2020, «Ushakovo Yards», commissioned
by the Ministry of Industry and Trade of Russia, began
building an environmentally friendly car-passenger ferry
on an electric ship to communicate with the Baltic Spit
through the Kaliningrad Sea Canal. It is planned that the
ferry will begin its work as early as navigation in 2022.
Putting it into operation will allow three times to reduce
the costs of regional and municipal budgets.

In addition, the company is building a research vessel for
the Faculty of Geophysics of Moscow State University.
Scientific equipment will be installed on the 17.5-meter
yacht, which will allow conducting geophysical and hydro
technical research in northern latitudes on the shelves of
the Arctic seas.

Over the next three years, «Ushakovo Yards» plans to
invest about 50 million rubles in the implementation of
a new project — the construction of another workshop for
the production of vessels using alternative energy sources
up to 35 meters long.

Today, all the necessary conditions exist

for the stable development of production

in general and the yacht business in
particular on the territory of the Kaliningrad
region. The region has a lot of advantages
for supporting entrepreneurial initiatives that
are not found in other regions of the country:
comfortable special economic zone conditions,
developed infrastructure, shipbuilding
traditions, a newly created offshore zone, and
much more. All this together allows us to make
a good leap forward in the development of
any business, so we are planning to seriously
expand our production.

FROM A DESIGN IDEA
TO THE FINISHED PRODUCT

The history of the enterprise began in 1955: by the order
of the Council of Ministers of the USSR dated August 19,
1955, the Kaliningrad Branch of the Engine Laboratory
of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR was established.
The main task of the laboratory was to develop new types
of thrusters for submarines and torpedoes.

In March 1962, new tasks and priorities appeared,
the maritime theme was curtailed, and the enterprise
switched to electric rocket thrusters for space purposes.

Today, the «Fakel» Experimental Design Bureau (EDB)
(part of the «Roscosmos» State Corporation) is one of
the leading enterprises in the development of electric
propulsion systems and thermo catalytic propulsion
systems powered by hydrazine, which has industrial
experience in serial and mass supply of thrusters, both in
commercial and the state segment of the market.

The company closely cooperates with many foreign
companies: Maxar (USA), Airbus (France), Thales
Alenia Space (France), MELCO (Japan), Israel Aerospace
Industries (Israel)) RUAG Space (Switzerland), OHB
(Sweden). The manufactured products are at the level
of the best world developments and are not inferior in
characteristics to domestic and foreign counterparts.

To the present time, 397 spacecraft with «Fakel» EDB
products have been launched into orbit. More than 50%
of spacecraft in Russia are equipped with EDB thrusters,
and their share in the world market is more than 10%.

In 2018, studies began on the possibility of creating
ultra-low-power stationary plasma thrusters (SPTs)
for nano-class spacecraft in the Cubesat format and an
experimental setup for testing them in outer space.

The company also supplies attitude control and orbit
correction systems for spacecraft based on thermo

catalytic thrusters (TCT). The first TCT of EDB «Fakel»
was used in flight operation since the 80s of the last
century on the navigation systems «Glonass».

The pride of EDB «Fakel» is a full cycle of production
and development — from a design idea to the finished
product. The production and testing complexes of the
enterprise are equipped with technological and unique
bench equipment for performing all types of work on the
creation and serial production of SPT and TCT and PS
on their basis.

The modernization of the production, technological and
testing facilities is actively underway with the aim of
further developing the enterprise and developing topical
high-performance space technology, space materials and
technologies.

EDB «Fakel» is the winner of the «Golden Mercury»
award in the category «Best exporting company in
the field of international innovation cooperation», the
«Amber Mercury» award in the category «Best exporting
company», laureate of the Belgian-Luxembourg Chamber
of Commerce and Industry.

In August 2020, EDB «Fakel» celebrated the 65th
anniversary of its foundation. All his achievements are
the result of the enormous creative activity of several
generations of his employees (scientists, engineers,
technologists, workers), as well as close interaction with
colleagues and partners in Russia and abroad.

New technologies make it possible to reduce capital costs,
consumption of energy resources and raw materials,
significantly reduce production time, and yield a polymer
with a reduced melting point. In 2018, the enterprise
reached its design capacity of 660 tons per day for the
first time.

«MADE IN RUSSIA»

In June 2020, the company successfully passed the Made
in Russia certification at the Russian Export Center.
This means that the goods manufactured by Ekopet JSC
comply with all international quality standards. Now the
«Made in Russia» marking is applied to the transport
packaging of the company’s products.

Today, almost 80% of the plant’s products go to the
Russian market, 20% for export. Consignments of
goods go to Serbia, Spain, Slovakia, Hungary, and
Germany. Cooperation has been established with a major
international trader in the United States, where large
quantities of polyethylene terephthalate are shipped
monthly. Negotiations are underway with Nigeria and
Tanzania. The interest in the products of Ekopet JSC is
growing abroad, but the plant is not going to leave the
Russian market. Among the regular customers of the
enterprise are the trademarks Coca-Cola, Danone, the
brewing company «Baltika».

At the same time, the company is ready to go the extra
mile — since September, the product line has already been
expanded and polymer has been released that can be used
to produce films and fibers. Negotiations are underway
with the largest European manufacturer of mattresses,
pillows, where a synthetic winterizer (made of polyethylene
terephthalate) is used as filler.

AMONG THE LEADERS

Ekopet JSC participates in various competitions, projects
and national programs, trains employees, masters advanced
technologies and makes plans for the future on the on-going
basis. The plant was the first in the Kaliningrad region to
enter the national project to increase labor productivity. For
six months, experts from the Federal Competence Center
have been working here. The enterprise is faced with the
task of increasing labor productivity by at least 30% within
three years. Since the end of 2019, the plant’s productivity
has been increased from 660 tons to 690 tons per day.

Thanks to the successful participation in this
project, it was possible to obtain subsidies from the
government of the Kaliningrad region for the training
of employees. A special program was developed;
contracts were concluded with higher educational
institutions. For the allocated 7.5 million rubles, 200
people out of 307 working at the enterprise were able
to improve their qualifications and undergo training
in various areas (foreign languages, accounting,
management, and logistics, marketing).

Some of the company’s executives were trained
under the «Productivity Leaders program», which is
implemented at the Foreign Trade Academy under the
Ministry of Economic Development.

WORK AT THE 307 e
FACTORY TODAY
Successful confirmation of compliance with the
requirements of the Voluntary Certification System
«Made in Russia» has allowed the company to guarantee
its reliability as a manufacturer and safety of the
manufactured products. Based on the certification
results, the company was included in the register
of bona fide export suppliers. Ekopet trademark is
currently being registered in 120 countries around the

world, which will make it possible to enter new sales
markets.

BALTIC INDUSTRIAL PARK IS WAITING FOR INVESTORS

Ekopet JSC is located on the territory of the Baltic
Industrial Park. This is the first private industrial
park in the Kaliningrad region. The plans of the
company’s management include the construction of
full-cycle enterprises — from the production of raw
materials to the production of high-quality resin.

Today, there are two active projects with a building
permit for a container terminal and a petroleum

bitumen plant. There is a search for investors who
would like to build a purified terephthalic acid
plant with a capacity of 200 thousand tons per year
on the territory of the Baltic Industrial Park. This
should significantly reduce the cost of manufactured
products. Surplus raw materials can be sold to other
producers — to Belarus or Lithuania.

THE BALTIC INDUSTRIAL PARK MAY
BE OF INTEREST TO INVESTORS OF
VARIOUSINDUSTRIES

The Baltic Industrial Park can be of interest to
investors from a wide variety of industries. There
is a well-developed infrastructure. There is gas,
electricity, and its own railway, highways, water,
a dedicated Internet line, IP-telephony and even office
premises. And the most important thing is industrial
land. Any investor can come in at any time and start
construction. The Kaliningrad-Baltiysk shipping
channel is located on the border of the industrial
park; therefore the plans are to equip a terminal
for heavy vessels. Negotiations are under way with
a large logistics company.

At one time, the Baltic Industrial Park was created to
involve companies with the same activity direction as

Ekopet JSC. In the future, it should become the basis
for a petrochemical cluster of the region.

BASE FOR SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH

The company actively cooperates with regional
universities. For two years, students have been
undergoing both practical and pre-diploma training
here. The best ones have the opportunity to stay after
their thesis defense.

Owing to Ekopet JSC, even new specialties are
introduced in the universities of the Kaliningrad
region. For example, at the IKBFU, it is planned
to create a special group of masters — chemical
engineers, where they will train the specialists that
are so much in demand for the enterprise and the
region.

In addition, cooperation with the Science and
Technology Park «Factory» at the IKBFU is being
developed. Both the center and the IKBFU Institute
of Living Systems have already received assignments
from the enterprise. Some of the necessary equipment
can also be produced in Russia. And if we consider that
some spare parts for the production of polyethylene
terephthalate cost more than 70 thousand euro’s,
there is a reason to do such research.

The plans are to create a research department on the
basis of Ekopet JSC. There are a number of tasks that
many scientific minds around the world are working on.
For example, how to reduce the polymer decomposition
time, which is now about 500 years. It would be interesting
to find formulas that might shorten this period. Why
shouldn’t Russian specialists do this?

THE MAIN ASSET OF THE ENTERPRISE

Employees are a special pride and main asset of the company.
The company managed to gather high-level professionals,
in a good sense, obsessed with their work. Today, the
plant employs 307 people. They are provided with paid
sick leave, vacations, voluntary medical insurance. The

desire of people to learn and improve their qualifications is
welcomed. There is no staff turnover here. As regards the
average salary, it is one of the highest in the region.

The plant operates in an automatic mode; almost all
technological processes are monitored by two process
engineers. Other specialists have no less responsibility.
Therefore, the company has a rather serious selection of
employees. Many of them are invited to interviews by the
CEO himself, and all interviews are conducted in two or
three stages.

Ekopet is an enterprise of the first hazard class. Explosive
and flammable substances are used here. At the same time,
the plant is highly sustainable and equipped with modern
treatment facilities.

The chemical laboratory of Ekopet JSC is accredited in
the National Accreditation System. In February 2020,
its specialists took 2nd place in the interlaboratory
comparative tests of the 4th stage of the <KROSA-2019» MSI
among 568 testing laboratories in the Russian Federation.

During the 2018 FIFA World Cup in Russia, when it was
decided to shut down all hazardous industries, the company
had to prove its environmental friendliness. There were
many checks, planned and unplanned. The plant survived
and continued to work.

Now we have changed our attitude to-

wards customers — we do not just sell our

products to them, but then «do whatever
you want». We began to work with technical
specialists, ensured receiving feedback, almost
online, about our product and the problems
encountered. We promptly make adjustments to
production, provide technical support to custo-
mers. We understand that the customers are not
always «guided» by the price. They are interested
in high-quality additional services. And we are
moving towards this direction.

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AMBER AS A NATIONAL BRAND

Kaliningrad Amber Combine — the only one in
Russia and the world’s largest enterprise, leading
industrial production of solar stone — was established
on July 21, 1947 on the basis of Koenigsberg Amber
Manufactory. It is a part of the state corporation
«Rostec». The company is located on the Baltic Sea
coast near the settlement of Yantarny, where almost
90% of the world’s amber reserves are concentrated.
The age of the fossil tar is 50 million years.

On average, the amber combine produces 400 tons
of raw materials per year. The enterprise’s share
in the world amber market is about 65%. Mining is
carried out by open-cut method at the world’s largest
amber quarry — Primorsky. Raw amber is sold at
the electronic trading platform of «St. Petersburg
Exchange» JSC and at open auctions for processors.
In 2019, about 60% of exchange sales were on the
domestic market. Amber was exported to the
European Union countries and Turkey. Some
products are processed directly in the jewelry
production of the amber combine.

In its more than 70-year history, the company
has experienced ups and downs, and even
bankruptcy. The combine received a huge boost in
its development after it became a part of the state
corporation «Rostec», which unites more than 800
scientific and production organizations in 60 regions
of the country, by a decree of President of Russian
Federation Vladimir Putin in 2014. Over the past
seven years, the amber combine has been allocating
significant funds for production modernization and
technical re-equipment. Thus, in 2019 alone, the
volume of investments at the combine amounted to
over 217.4 million rubles.

The Russian Amber Industry Development Strategy
until 2025 provides for the establishment of
a world amber center in the Kaliningrad Region and

a multiple increase in production of amber products
with high added value. As the flagship of the industry,
the Combine increases processing of raw materials
at its own jewelry production, which in 2020 received
additional incentives for growth after the merger of
its subsidiary «Amber Jewelryprom» to the mining
company.
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Due to the merger, the combine has once again
become a full-cycle production, as it has been for
many decades. The company announced its plans
to double the amber output within one or two years
and in the future to significantly increase the
percentage of processed raw materials. In 2019, the
subsidiary produced two tons of finished products.
As part of a phased expansion of production, the
company’s management announced the recruitment
of 150 new employees in the short term.

The mining company creates conditions for the
development of amber processing in the Kaliningrad
region, including providing clear, transparent and
equal conditions for entrepreneurs. It should be
noted that in 2019 the raw materials were sold only
within the framework of exchange and auction sales,
without direct contracts. At the same time, the sun
stone is sold daily at the exchange, and amber price
is formed on the basis of market factors.

In support of local producers, the number of auctions
that are held annually for different groups of
processors: companies, individual entrepreneurs and
artistsincreases. Amber for such auctions is exhibited
based on the needs of specific manufacturers. For
example, a great interest for artists is individual
large pieces of landscape amber, and representatives
of microbusinesses need amber crumb to create
amber panels and souvenirs.

The combine makes a huge contribution to the
promotion of amber in the global market as a national
brand of Russia, and within the country — as a brand

IN 2019, IT EXCEEDED

In 2020, Amberforum, as well as many other international
events, was not held due to the coronavirus pandemic.
However, the Forum, as well as other instruments of amber
popularization and amber brand promotion in this difficult
year played a positive role. «Despite the coronavirus, even
before the beginning of the mining season, the volume of
raw amber was contracted, almost equal to the planned
annual volume. This has never happened in the history of
the combine», said Mikhail ZATSEPIN, General Director
of the Kaliningrad Amber Combine.

Tourist facilities of the combine play a significant role in
popularization of amber. In 2017, the year of celebration
of the 70th anniversary of the enterprise, an interactive
exhibition hall «Amber Chamber» was created. The
exposition, previously exhibited only in a small museum
on the territory of the regime object, and therefore,
inaccessible to most people, can now be seen by anyone.
Primorsky quarry’s observation deck, where photo zones
and art objects are located, the amber pyramid, where
about 800 kilograms of amber were spent for construction,
the observation tower, brand store and cafeteria were also
modernized.

Industrial tourism facilities of the amber combine are
now among the top most visited places in the region. In
2019, the exhibition hall and the observation deck were

visited by more than 115 thousand people. In this case,
the previous absolute record of 70 thousand tourists
was broken in 2018. Branch of the exhibition hall the
company’s management plans to open in Moscow, in the
building of the new store of the plant on the Arbat, so that
both residents and visitors to the capital learned more
about amber.

The combine as one of the largest enterprises in the
region makes a significant contribution to the sustainable
development of the Kaliningrad region. Progressive
growth of internal processing of solar stone will also
increase the amber industry’s contribution to the
prosperity of the region. The industry representatives are
aimed to win, CEO of the Kaliningrad Amber Combine,
Mikhail ZATSEPIN, is sure.

Both combine as an industry leader and

entrepreneurs engaged in the field of
processing and trade of amber products, today
occupy a more stable position and are aimed at
winning new markets and niches.

Brick factory «The Fifth Element» is one of the most
modern plants in Russia that produces ceramic bricks.
It is equipped with automated production lines from the
world leader in equipment production — «Keller HCW
GmbH>». The plant has been operating since February
2010; the maximum output capacity was reached in
2019 and amounted to 60.2 million prefabricated bricks.

The raw materials are extracted at the plant’s own
unique sand and clay deposits. The Company’s own raw
material reserves are capable of providing production
for 70 years ahead.

At present, the plant’s assortment consists of more than
20 types of ceramic products: wall and paving clinker,
facing and ordinary bricks, large-format blocks. All
products are manufactured in accordance with the
established Russian and European quality standards.
The front products are produced under the generally
recognized brand — «Bavarian masonry».

Due to complex reduced firing technology, the brick
has more than 15 color shades. The effect of «motley
brick» is achieved by switching off oxygen supply in
the kiln during its firing. Flash firing preserves the
«breathable properties» of ceramics and makes it the
most environmentally friendly among similar products.

Mining is carried out by a unique technology, so some
shades of the finished product can not repeat any of the
brick plants. Extensive color palette of bricks (from red
to black) allows the use of multi-color in architectural
and construction solutions for a variety of objects.

The main principle of the company «T'he Fifth Element»
— high quality products. Quality Control Department of
plant’s own testing laboratory works round the clock
and is an instrument of input quality control of raw
materials, mass and raw material condition during
the production process and output quality control of
finished products.

In 2020, the «Fifth Element» received a European
certificate to confirm the conformity of the production
control system. This additionally confirms the high
quality standards and testifies that all the provisions
of certification of conformity of the production control
system are fulfilled. For the plant it is a new opportunity
to expand the geography of sales, including to the
EU countries, and an impulse to achieve leadership
positions in the industry.

Today the «Fifth Element» rightfully holds firm
positions in the Russian market, supplying its products
to more than 80 cities of eight federal districts of Russia,
as well as in Kazakhstan and Belarus.

AeroBlock is a modern automated factory. The leader of
the Kaliningrad region in the production of autoclaved
cellular concrete. Located in an ecologically clean area.
Works on the equipment of the world-famous German
brand WEHRHAHN.

The plant was commissioned in 2014 as an import
substitution project. During this time, he provided
the region with the necessary high-quality building
materials. And not only the region. Today, AeroBlock
is an exporter of construction materials to the markets
of Poland, Lithuania, Latvia, Germany, and Estonia.
The company’s specialists are regularly trained and
take advanced training courses at well-known modern
factories in Russia and Europe.

The capacity of the AeroBlock plant allows to produce
more than 300 thousand cubic meters of aerated
concrete per year, providing 80 % of the entire regional
construction market. This is a high — tech production of
a continuous cycle, specializing in the creation of products
of the European standard: silicate and gas-silicate wall
materials, dry building mixes, ready-mixed concrete,
cement and mortars-more than 50 product names in total.

The quality of AeroBlock products is ensured by its
own production laboratory that meets the highest
requirements and is certified by The state regional
center for standardization, Metrology and testing in the

Kaliningrad region. Laboratory specialists perform
input control of raw materials, conduct testing studies,
and control the quality of each batch of products.

In 2015, the company’s territory was equipped with
a loading and unloading terminal with 700-meter-
long railway access roads. The total capacity of the silo
warehouse is 5,000 tons, which allows «handling» up
to 35,000 tons of materials per month. Today it is the
largest silo Park in the Kaliningrad region.

AeroBlock is a registered trademark in the EU and
Russia. In 2018, the plant entered the EU export
market with its own products.

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THE MOST WESTERN HIGHWAY
OF RUSSIA

The Kaliningrad railway is the backbone of the
region’s transport complex: 80% of the total volume
of cargo transportation is by rail. As the westernmost
mainline of the «Russian Railways» JSC, it has
a number of significant advantages.

This is the only railway in the «Russian Railways»
JSC network with direct connections to Europe on
a combined track gauge of 1,520 mm and 1,435 mm
standards. The European track with a length of about
100 km is laid to the largest railway junctions in the
region — the stations Chernyakhovsk and Kaliningrad.
The 1,520 mm gauge runs to Poland to the Braniewo
and Skandava stations. This allows the cargo to travel
through the border checkpoints Zheleznodorozhny
— Skandava and Mamonovo — Braniewo to the EU
countries and back directly to the terminals of
consignees along the entire length of the Russian
railways without rearranging wheel sets. The number
of employees is 4,292 people.

Railway transportation from / to the Kaliningrad
region to other regions of Russia, the CIS countries
and Asia is carried out through Lithuania at two land
border crossings: Chernyshevskoye — Kybartai, Sovetsk
— Pagegiai, to / from the EU country — at two border
crossings: Mamonovo — Braniewo, Zheleznodorozhny —
Scandava.

In the current development, the infrastructure of the
Kaliningrad Railway allows to process more than 26
million tons of various cargoes per year. A special place
in the movement of cargo flows in the East — West —
East direction is determined by the developed network
of access roads to the ice-free Kaliningrad seaports.

The passenger complex of the main line provides long-
distance trains running in the direction of Moscow, St.
Petersburg, Adler, Chelyabinsk, and Gomel.

The total volume of investments by Russian Railways
in the development of infrastructure and technical
equipment of the westernmost railway has exceeded 15
billion rubles in the last nine years alone.

BASIC INDICATORS

At the end of 2019, the volume of loading on the
infrastructure of the Kaliningrad railway in the period
from January to December 2019 amounted to more
than 3 million tons (+1.4% compared to the previous
year). The highest dynamics was noted in terms of
grain handling (+142%), ferrous metals (+ 80%) and
paper (+ 68%).

The total volume of cargo transported by the
Kaliningrad railway amounted to 13.2 million tons.
Thus, the main line has a significant reserve of
throughput and carrying capacity to increase freight
traffic. The quality parameters of the work were
characterized by an increase in the average weight of
a freight train up to 3.5 thousand tons. The turnover is
less than two days.

In 2019-2020 the Kaliningrad Railway has significantly
renewed its traction rolling stock. Mainline diesel
locomotives of increased productivity 2TE25KM were
delivered to the Kaliningrad railway specifically for

organizing the movement of freight trains with an
increased weight norm.

Passenger traffic in 2019 on the Kaliningrad Railway
increased by 23%. The rapid growth of passenger traffic
is due to the renewal of the multi-unit rolling stock fleet
with ES2G «Lastochka» electric trains, which made it
possible to bring passenger service to a qualitatively
new level. From January to December 2019, more
than 5.2 million passengers were transported from
the stations and stations of the Kaliningrad Railway,
which is 22.9% more than in 2018.

In suburban traffic, 4.9 million passengers used rail
during 2019, which is 24.5% more than in the previous
period. 249 thousand passengers were transported in
long-distance traffic.

The main line provides transportation of goods to
/ from seaports (trade and fish), four terminals for
transshipment of oil products («Balt Nafta» CJSC, «Hub
Terminal» LLC, «Lukoil-KNT»> LLC, «BNK» CJSC)
and two transshipment terminals grain cargo, as well
as in the railway-ferry service Baltiysk (Kaliningrad
region) — Ust-Luga (Leningrad region).

MAJOR PROJECTS

The highway uses its transit potential, actively
interacting with foreign partners. To ensure the
growing volumes of export-import traffic in 2017 at the
Dzerzhinskaya-Novaya station, a terminal and logistics
center «Kaliningrad» was created, where a wide range of
cargoes, including containerized ones, are transshipped
from wagons of 1 520/1 435 mm gauge.

On August 7, 2020, the Ministry of Transport of Russia,
Russian Railways, the government of the Kaliningrad
region signed an agreement on cooperation on the
implementation of the federal project «Transport
and logistics centers» (TLC) in the Kaliningrad
region, according to which the TLC Kaliningrad will
be included in the network of multimodal TLCs on
the territory of the country and will receive further
development, which, in turn, will provide the road with
an increase in the volume of transit container traffic,
and in the near future — piggyback traffic.

Inthe east of the region, in the Novo-Zapadny Park at the
Chernyakhovsk station, there is a second TLC, which is
a satellite of the «Kaliningrad» TLC. Both TLCs have
two types of gauge: the Russian standard with a width
of 1,520 mm and the European standard with a width
of 1,435 mm, which makes it possible to reload from
one gauge to another. The total processing volume at
the «Kaliningrad» TLC — 450 thousand TEU, 2 million
tons of bulk cargo per year, at the «Chernyakhovs»
TLC - 300 thousand TEU and more than 1 million tons
of bulk cargo, as well as transshipment from one track
to another 200 thousand cars.

Due to the presence of terminal infrastructure,
piggyback transportation has been dynamically
developed on the Kaliningrad railway. In May-
June of this year, test shipments of car trailers were
organized along the routes Kaliningrad — Moscow and
Kaliningrad — St. Petersburg. In the near future, at the
request of operators of piggyback transportation, 100-
200 specialized platforms will be produced to carry out
transportation in the Kaliningrad direction.

The implementation of projects of previous years continues
successfully. In particular, a project for the transportation
and transshipment of coal to gauge cars, which is being
implemented jointly with «Kuzbass Fuel Company» PJSC.
A joint project with <UTLC ERA» for the transportation
of goods by express container trains on the China-
Europe-China route with reloading from 1,435 mm track
cars to 1,520 mm track cars at the Chernyakhovsk and
Dzerzhinskaya-Novaya stations (Kaliningrad).

In 2019, the implementation of a new multimodal project
was launched in cooperation with JSC «UTLC ERA»
and the port of Mukran (Germany) for the delivery of
goods under a single CIM / SMGS transport document
as part of container trains on the China-Europe-China
route. In 2020, another project was implemented to

deliver cargo along the rail-sea route from China to
Europe through the port of Kaliningrad.

Also, the implementation of the project, launched in
2019 by «I'ransContainer» PJSC and the Kaliningrad
Railway, continues to launch accelerated container
trains between China and Europe on the route from
the Chinese city of Yantai to the Republic of Poland
(Gondki station, region of the city of Poznan) through
the Mamonovo — Braniewo railway border crossing in
the Kaliningrad region.

According to the Kaliningrad Center for Corporate
Transport Services, the growth in the volume of
transit container traffic between China and Europe
through the Kaliningrad region in the first half of 2020
amounted to more than 50% compared to the same
period last year. More than 8 thousand TEU (8 384
TEU) were transported in the service of the Russian-
Kazakh carrier <UTLC ERA», including 5 thousand
TEU on multimodal routes.

TRAINED TO WORK IN THE CONDITIONS
OF AN EPIDEMIC

Over the past 20 years, the volume of annually
generated waste in the Kaliningrad region has doubled
and amounted, accord ing to statistics of 2019, to about
387 thousand tons. At the same time, almost 10% of the
total amount of garbage — about 360 tons — is medical
waste, including those requiring special disposal.

The «<AVK» company has been engaged in the disposal
of medical waste since 2016. This work requires
a special technological base, separate training and
obtaining a sanitary and epidemiological conclusion of
Rospotrebnadzor for working with waste A, B, C, partly
D of hazard class.

This medical waste is collected in municipal and
private clinics, sanatoriums and pension houses of the
Kaliningrad region, then transported, neutralized and
disposed of. All processes take place in strict accordance
with a fairly strict procedure established by legislation
in the field of ensuring the sanitary and epidemiological
well-being of the population.

The specialists of «<AVK» LLC are trained to work in the
most difficult conditions of an epidemic and quarantine,
have all the necessary equipment and disinfectants,
and also have the skills to dispose of medical waste at
a professional level.

Largely due to this, in the spring of 2020, <AVK» LLC
became the first company in the Kaliningrad region to
promptly provide services to medical institutions for
servicing observatories and processing medical waste
from patients with coronavirus.

After the enterprise entered the medical waste
market, the cost of services for Kaliningrad clients
has significantly decreased, and the quality has
increased significantly. Along the way, the company
also sells consumables (bags, containers, etc.) for waste

collection in medical institutions, which also allowed us
to minimize costs and optimize customer time.

Production complexes of «AVK» LLC are actively
developing: special equipment is constantly being
updated, processing zones are expanding, and the level
of professional training of specialists is increasing.

Today the company specializes in the disposal of
medical waste, offering the following services:

* execution of contracts for the transportation of
medical waste;

* primary processing and sorting of medical waste into
classes;

¢ disinfection and destruction of medical waste;

* providing the customer with the relevant documents
of the established form.

At the same time, the management pays great attention
to safety and preservation of ecological cleanliness
in the region. The production sites are regularly
monitored for harmful emissions by invited external
environmentalists. And the opinions of specialists
invariably testify to the high-quality and safe operation
of the processing plant.

FSBI «Kaliningrad Interregional Veterinary Laboratory»
began its activity in 1946, when the Konigsberg Regional
Veterinary Bacteriological Laboratory was founded, later
renamed to the Kaliningrad one.

Over the years, the names have changed, the scope of ac-
tivity has expanded, but the tasks remained the same — to
conduct research in various categories and monitor the
veterinary well-being in the region. In 2004 the laborato-
ry became part of the Federal Service for Veterinary and
Phytosanitary Supervision of the Ministry of Agriculture
of the Russian Federation.

Currently, the Federal State Budgetary Institution par-
ticipates in the implementation of a unified state policy
in the field of veterinary medicine, plant quarantine, seed
production, agricultural chemistry, soil fertility, as well as
the quality and safety of grain and its processed products.

The testing laboratory, created on the basis of the «Ka-
liningrad IVL» Federal State Budgetary Institution, is
accredited at the federal and international levels, which

means an official confirmation of the laboratory’s ability
to meet the requirements of customers in the field of re-
search.

In addition, thanks to accreditation in the Analytical
Association of Analytical Centers, which is a party to
agreements on mutual recognition of APLAC and ILAC

accreditation results, the research results of the
«Kaliningrad IVL» testing center have gained
international recognition.

Personnel are the main value of the institution.
The research staff is highly qualified and expe-
rienced. Laboratory specialists regularly attend
refresher courses and pass a qualification exam,
participate in various seminars and conferences.

«Kaliningrad IVL» conducts research in accord-
ance with its area of accreditation both within
the framework of a government assignment and
at the request of individuals and legal entities.

various dangerous pathogens
were always promptly identified
and measures were taken to es-
tablish timely quarantine.

Since then,
laboratory staff has been close-
ly monitoring the situation and
monitoring a huge number of
samples in this area.

One of the main activities of the laboratory is to conduct
research of agricultural products for compliance with the
requirements of regulatory documents, including the Rus-
sian Federation and other importing countries of Russian
agricultural products. The range of indicators for which
research is carried out is quite extensive. It includes phys-
icochemical, microbiological, radiological indicators, stud-
ies by PCR, HPLC, GC, including using mass spectromet-
ric detection.

Another area of activity of the «Kaliningrad IVL» is the
identification of counterfeit products. Experts carry out
research for the detection of sterols, vegetable oils, his-
tological types of research to detect undeclared raw ma-

terials. For example, this is possible in the production of
canned food, when the manufacturer claims one type of
meat, but in fact uses another.

Also, the products are tested for GMO content. The culti-
vation of products containing GMOs in Russia is prohibit-
ed. The research carried out in the laboratory allows us to
confirm that the local manufacturer does not violate the
law and does not use genetic engineering.

To estimate the volume of work of the «Kaliningrad IVL»,
it is enough to give a few figures as an example. In 2019
alone, the institution received 83.5 thousand samples for
verification. On these samples, 263 thousand studies were
carried out. More than 5 thousand positive results have
been identified.

Today, the institution has a complete material and techni-
cal base necessary for conducting high-level tests, includ-
ing modern analytical (gas and liquid chromatographs,
mass spectrometers), test and auxiliary equipment, stand-
ard samples and reagents, diagnostic kits and culture me-
dia.

Currently, within the framework of the Federal Targeted
Investment Program, a global reconstruction of the build-
ing on Tankovaya Street is underway. There are plans for
further expansion, which will allow obtaining accredita-
tion buildings on Tankovaya Street.

The problem of high-quality waste processing within
the small Kaliningrad region is becoming more and
more urgent every year. The recognized leader of the
industry — the company «Golden Resource» — has been
successfully coping with these tasks at the highest
technological level and in full compliance with all the
requirements of Rosprirodnadzor, Rospotrebnadzor,
SES, Assay Inspection, and Financial Monitoring for
more than 9 years.

A certified and licensed manufacturing enterprise
entered the solid municipal waste processing market in
2011 and is actively engaged in the collection, sorting
and processing of polymers, metals and electronic scrap,
vehicles, waste paper (archive), electrical equipment,
glass and rubber products, wood products throughout the
territory region.

Today, «Golden Resource» LLC offers its customers
demanded services that meet the requirements of the
legislation of the Russian Federation in terms of collection,
transportation, processing and disposal of hazard class
I-IV waste.

In workshops located within the regional center, waste
is sorted, cleaned of unnecessary parts, and then either
burned (and in a special installation with the afterburning
of the resulting harmful gases), or sent for recycling —
processing of raw materials for reuse.

So, for example, plastic collected from landfills is crushed,
then washed, cleaned, metal objects are removed, and then
processed into granules, which are sent to manufacturers
of plastic products. Any plastic products are subsequently
made from such granules — from bags and disposable
tableware to plastic buckets.

Paper and metal waste is also recycled. The paper is
pre-sorted, shredded and hydro treated, and the metal
is disassembled into components, crushed and pressed.
Computer boards from household appliances and cash
registers also receive a second life — they are also crushed
in production and then given to partners to isolate precious
metals. Thus, the garbage is not dumped into the landfill,
but is recycled again. In one day, the enterprise is able to
process about a ton of such waste. This figure can reach
30-40 tons per month.

In addition to utilization and recycling, «Golden Resource»
LLC is also engaged in landscaping and production of
building materials.

From the outset, we were very careful

about the choice of technologies for
competent waste disposal and purchased only
high-quality and reliable equipment. Moreover,
since 2016, we have been using installations
for both incineration and processing of garbage
only of Russian production, because this
technique has long established itself as the most
environmentally friendly, functional and wear-
resistant.
